Dates are reserved only 
when this fee is paid by cash, credit or debit 
card.   Cheques are accepted.  However, dates 
will not be reserved until such cheque has been 
cleared through our bank account.

Please note that this booking fee is not 
refundable in any circumstances. 
 
The balance of the sum is payable 30 days prior 
to the wedding.  In the event that the balance is 
not paid 30 days prior to the wedding, Julian 
Porter Photography reserves the right to cancel 
the contract and the cancellation provisions set 
out below will apply.  
 
Creative Licence: Julian Porter shall be granted 
creative and artistic licence in relation to the 
choice of locations and poses used. JulianÕs 
judgement on photographic style and the 
number of photographs taken shall be deemed 
correct. Due to changes of the weather and the 
availability and willingness of subjects, Julian will 
do his best to honour requested photographs but 
does not undertake to guarantee specific picture 
nor incorporate any specific background, 
location or group arrangement. 
 

 Model Release: By entering into this contract the 
Client hereby gives permission to Julian Porter 
Photography to use the digital images and 
reproductions for the its web site, displays, 
samples, self-promotional advertising and print 
competitions.  

 
Exclusivity: Julian Porter Photography shall be 
the sole professional still photographer at the 
venues specified. Family, friends and other guests 
may take photographs at any point throughout 
the day.   
 
In the event that the Client or any guest at the 
wedding arranges for a professional or amateur 
videographer the Client must indicate which of 
the videographer or Julian Porter Photography is 
to take the lead role.  If Julian Porter Photography 
is to take the lead role the Client must ensure that 
this is communicated to the videographer and that 
they do their utmost to ensure that the 
videographer does not materially interfere or 
obstruct any potential photographs.   
 
Julian Porter Photography will accept no liability 
in the event that such interference occurs and may 
charge the Client in the event that retouching of 
photographs is required.   
 
Album Design: Julian Porter will supply you with 
an album layout containing your chosen 
photographs which can be changed one time 
without charge, thereafter it will be £50 per 
submission. Your album design must be 
completed within 6 months of the wedding date 
or further costs will be incurred.   
 
Copyright: The 1998 Copyright, Designs, and 
Patents Act assigns copyright in the photographs 
taken to Julian Porter. The Client may not copy 
the photographs taken under this contract, or 
allow copies to be made photographically, 
electronically, or by any other means. 
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Cancellation: If Julian Porter has to cancel this 
contract for reasons beyond his control, (death, 
injury, sickness etc.), his liability shall be limited 
to a full refund of all monies paid.  
 
The client may cancel this contract at any time 
within 7 days of payment of the Booking Fee.  
 
After a period of 7 days  from the date of signing 
the contract, as compensation for loss of income 
for Julian Porter, the following charges apply as 
a percentage of the total fee due.  
 
Number of days before the wedding  
60 days or less - 100%  
61-90 days - 75%;  
91-120 50%.  
 
Should the cancelled wedding turn out to be a 
postponement, then, subject to Julian PorterÕs 
availability, all money paid will be applied to the 
new wedding. In this case, the total fees 
chargeable shall be the fee which applies at the 
time.  
 
In the event of Julian Porter taking another 
wedding booking for your cancelled or 
postponed date a discretionary refund of the 
Clients monies may be made.   
 
Limitation of Liability : The Services provided 
under this contract will be provided with the 
reasonable care and skill expected of a 
professional wedding photographer.  If any part 
of the Services is provided negligently,  in breach 
of the provisions of this agreement or not 
provided as a result of sickness or photographic 
failure then Julian Porter PhotographyÕs liability 
shall be limited to the contract price.  
 
Except in the case of death or personal injury 
caused by our negligence, Julian Porter 
PhotographyÕs liability under of in connection 
with this contract whether arising in contract, 
tort, negligence, breach of statutory duty or 
otherwise  

 howsoever shall not exceed the price you have 
paid.  
 
Except to the extent permitted by law, Julian 
Porter PhotographyÕs will not be liable for any 
indirect or consequential loss, damages or 
expenses (including loss of profits, business or 
goodwill) howsoever arising out of any negligence 
or breach of the contract on our part and we shall 
have no liability to pay to you any money by way 
of compensation other than to refund to you the 
price you have paid to us.  
 
Complaints Procedure: Please address any 
complaints to Julian Porter Photography by postal 
service to the address above. We would 
endeavour to respond to any complaint within 48 
hours. 
 
Variation: No variation or modification shall be 
effective unless accepted by Julian Porter 
Photography in writing. 
 
Entire Agreement: These terms and conditions 
together with the booking form, set out the whole 
of our agreement relating to the supply of the 
Services.  Nothing said by any salesperson, 
employee, agent or other representative on Julian 
Porter PhotographyÕs behalf shall vary these terms 
and conditions or be an authorised representation 
in respect of the Services.   
 
Contract (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 
The Contract (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 
shall not apply to this contract.  
 
Governing Law: The interpretation of this 
contract shall be in accordance with English Law 
and both parties hereby submit to the exclusive 
jurisdiction of the English Courts.
